Toopen

1.Pullback the Velcro straps, remove the mattress and
set aside.
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2.Lift the four top foldingrails up until they click into
place. Do not push the centre hub down until all four
foldingraillocks are fully locked and engaged. The rails
willbe horizontal andrigid when this is done correctly.

NOTE If the folding rails do not click into place easily,
check again that the centre hub is raised. Do not opply
excessive force.

3. When all four folding rails have clicked andlockedinto
place, spreadthe legs of the travel cot and then firmly
press the centre hub down. The safetylockin the
centre hub willthen automatically engage.
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4.Place the mattressinside the travel cot with the
padded side up.

5.Feedthe Velcro straps on the bottom of the mattress
through the corresponding holes on the base of the
fravel cot. Attach the straps to the other Velcro
fasteningunder the cot. This ensures your mattress
remains secured safely. Youmay needtolift the travel
cot slightly to do this.

Saofety

Ensure the fravel cotis correctly assembled before
use, with the fop bars locked straight, the centre foot
firmly on the ground and the mattressin position.

Do not,under any circumstances, use the travel cot
unless all folding rails are fully engaged.

6.Remove the mattress. Pull the centre hub up to a
raised position. Approx to half way or more.

7.Lift the folding rails in the centre marked by the
arrows. Squeeze the button underneath the rail
(foldingjoint) keep the button pressedin and drop
the rails down.

If you are experiencing difficulty with getting the folding
rails to unlock, make sure the centre hub has been
pulled all the way up and that you have liffed the folding
railbefore squeezing the button.

8.Pull the centre hub completely up and draw in the four
corners of the travel cot and tuck in any loose fabric.

9. Wraop the mattress aroundthe travel cot and secure
withthe Velcro straops. Store inthe carry bag.

For added safety this product features two saofety
devices that preventinadvertent release of the
folding mechanism. Please see the following
helpful tips to ensure correct operation of the
safety functions on this model.

Centre hub

Once the centre hub has been pushed fully down it
is not possible to assemble / release the top
foldingrails.

When assembling the travel cot, the top folding
rails must be fully engagedbefore pushing the
centre hub down.

When folding the travel coft, the centfre hub must be
raised to allow the top folding rails to be folded.

Toprails

The top folding rail consists of three parts. There
are tworods held either side of a central folding
mechanism. Both sides of the centrallock need to
be releasedindividually to enable the top rail to
\fold.

Using a thicker or differently sized
mattress may allow a child’sheadto get between
the mattress and the side of the tfravel cot causing
suffocation.
